2, Introduction

21. PAIA, together with all relevant legislation, provides for the right of access to information held

by public and private bodies when such information is requested for the exercise of protection
of any rights.

2.2. This Manual has been compiled to inform and assist any potential requesters of the procedural
and other requirements which a request for information must meet as prescribed by PAIA.
2.3. This PAIA Manual is useful for the public to-
2.3.1. check the categories of records held by the Lesaka Merchant Division which are available
without a person having to submit a formal PAIA request;
2.3.2. have a sufficient understanding of how to make a request for access to a record of the

Lesaka Merchant Division, by providing a description of the subjects on which the Lesaka
Merchant Division holds records and the categories of records held on each subject;

2.3.3. know the description of the records of the Lesaka Merchant Division which are available
in accordance with any other legislation;
2.34. access all the relevant contact details of the IO who will assist the public with the records

they intend to access;

Requesters are referred to the Guide in terms of Section 10 which has been compiled by the
South African Human Rights Commission and updated by the Regulator, which will contain
information for the purposes of exercising any right contemplated in PAIA and POPIA.

The Guide is available in each of the official languages and in braille.

The aforesaid Guide contains the description of:

the objects of PAIA and POPIA,;

the postal and street address, phone, and fax number and, if available, electronic mail
address of the Information Officer of every public body, and every Deputy Information
Officer of every public and private body designated in terms of section 17(1) of PAIA and
section 56 of POPIA;

the manner and form of a request for access to a record of a public body contemplated
in section 11 of PAIA and access to a record of a private body contemplated in section
50 of PAIA;

the assistance available from the 10 of a public body in terms of PAIA and POPIA;

the assistance available from the Regulator in terms of PAIA and POPIA;

all remedies in law available regarding an act or failure to act in respect of a right or duty
conferred or imposed by PAIA and POPIA, including the manner of lodging an internal
appeal, a complaint to the Regulator, and an application with a court against a decision
by the information officer of a public body, a decision on internal appeal or a decision by
the Regulator or a decision of the head of a private body.

the provisions of sections 14 and 51 of PAIA requiring a public body and private body,
respectively, to compile a Manual, and how to obtain access to a Manual;

the provisions of sections 15 and 52 of PAIA providing for the voluntary disclosure of
categories of records by a public body and private body, respectively;

the notices issued in terms of sections 22 and 54 of PAIA regarding fees to be paid in
relation to requests for access; and

the regulations made in terms of section 92 of PAIA.

Any person who the Lesaka Merchant Division has reason to believe to be a data
subject’'s/consumer’s parent, carer, or helper where he/she is unable to handle his/her own
affairs because of mental incapacity or other similar issues;

Any payment system the Lesaka Merchant Division uses;

Regulator and governmental authorities or ombudsmen, or other authorities, including tax
authorities, where the Lesaka Merchant Division has a duty to share information;

Credit bureau;

Third parties to whom payments are made on behalf of employees;

Financial institutions from whom payments are received on behalf of data subjects;

Any other operator not specified;

Employees, contractors, and temporary staff; and

Agents.

Planned transborder flows of Personal Information

11. Information Security Measures

11.1. The Lesaka Merchant Division implements various security safeguards to ensure the
confidentiality and integrity of the Personal Information. Such safeguards include, inter alia,
password and/or biometric protection for electronic files, securing paper files and physical
access restrictions and access control to our buildings and servers.

11.2. The security safeguards are more fully described in the Lesaka Merchant Division Privacy

14. Procedure for Request for Access (Sections 53 to 57 and 60 of PAIA)

To facilitate the processing of your request, kindly:

14.1. Use the prescribed form available on request or on the website of the South African Human
Rights Commission at www.sahrc.org.za.
14.2. Address your request to the 10.
14.3. Provide sufficient details to enable the Lesaka Merchant Division to identify:
14.3.1. The record(s) requested
14.3.2. The requester’s details (and if an agent is lodging the request, proof of capacity)
14.3.3. The form of access required
14.3.3.1. The postal address or fax number of the requester in the Republic
14.3.3.2. If the requester wishes to be informed of the decision in any manner (in addition
to written) the manner and particulars thereof
14.3.4. The right which the requester is seeking to exercise or protect with an explanation of the
reason the record is required to exercise or protect the right
14 .4. The 10 will process the request and notify the requester of its decision whether or not the

request has been granted. Should the request be granted, the notice will state the access fees
(if any) that are payable and of the different procedures that must be followed until the request

is finalised.
14.5. Should the request be refused, the notice will state adequate reasons for the refusal.
14.6. If the Lesaka Merchant Division has searched for a record and believes that it either does not

exist or cannot be found, the Lesaka Merchant Division will notify the requester by way of an
affidavit or affirmation that it is not possible to provide access to the requested record due to
its inability to locate it. The Lesaka Merchant Division will also provide the requester with
details on the steps that were taken to try to locate the record.

15. Grounds for Refusal of Access to Records (Sections 63 to 69 of PAIA and the Protection of
Personal Information Act No. 4 of 2013)

Access to certain records may be or must be denied on the grounds set out in PAIA. This includes:

15.1. Mandatory protection of privacy of a third party who is a natural person;
15.2. Mandatory protection of commercial information of third party;

15.3. Mandatory protection of certain confidential information of third party;
15.4. Mandatory protection of safety of individuals, and protection of property;

15.5. Mandatory protection of records privileged from production in legal proceedings;
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15.6. Commercial information of private body;

15.7. Mandatory protection of research information of third party, and protection of research
information of privacy body.

16. Prescribed Fees

The following applies to requests (other than personal requests):

16.1. A requestor is required to pay the prescribed fees (R140.00) before a request will be
processed.
16.2. If the preparation of the record requested requires more than the prescribed hours (six), a

deposit shall be paid (of not more than one third of the access fee which would be payable if
the request were granted).

16.3. A requestor may lodge an application with a court against the tender / payment of the request
fee and / or deposit.

16.4. Records may be withheld until the fees have been paid.

16.5. The fee structure is available on request as well as in the PAIA Regulations Annexure B.

17.  Availability of the PAIA Manual

17.1. Copies of this Manual are available:

17.1.1. for inspection, free of charge, at the registered offices of the Lesaka Merchant Division
during normal business hours;

17.1.2. on the Websites (as defined in the Lesaka Merchant Division Privacy Policy and which
includes inter alia www.connected.co.za and www.kazang.com).;

17.1.3. to any person upon request and upon the payment of a reasonable prescribed fee; and

17.1.4. to the Information Regulator upon request.

17.2. A fee for a copy of the Manual, as contemplated in Annexure B of the Regulations, shall be

payable per each A4-size photocopy made.
18. Updating of the PAIA Manual

18.1. The head of the Lesaka Merchant Division will on a regular basis update this Manual.
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
